Additional entries may
be added to your original entry form Saturday, August 14, 2010,
from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. All exhibits must be in place by 6 PM on
Sunday August 15, 2010.

4. Standard Systems of Awarding will be used and awards given only
when merited. Decisions of the certified judges will be final.

5. Building will be open to the public at 10 AM Tuesday, August 17.
Building will be open for removing exhibits Monday, August 23
from 2 to 6 PM. Exhibits must remain in place until then.

6. Only one (1) entry in any one lot.

7. NO ARTIFICIAL FLOWERS, FOLIAGE OR FRUIT WILL
BE PERMITTED.

8. Any lot in Horticulture may be subdivided if the number of
exhibits warrants and exhibits will be judged in newly formed
subdivision.
